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Data web hyperlinks are just like all
world wide web hyperlinks, except

they usually link to data outlines.

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Name hyperlinks always point to
data web publishing framework

elements.

Value hyperlinks usually point to

data web outline statements.
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Index hyperlinks always point to the

data web statement that they index.
